GUIDELINES FOR STADIUM TURF SURFACE USAGE

The limitations and guidelines below are to be strictly enforced during all events/practices/rehearsals in the West Shore Stadium involving the synthetic turf surface.  Non adherence to the below listed conditions constitutes immediate removal from the facility and/or damage/repair cost reimbursement to West Shore School District.

1. Tobacco use is prohibited on West Shore School District property.
2. No chewing gum on grass surface.
3. No food or drinks, except approved sport drinks or water on grass surface.

4. No sunflower or other seeds or nuts on grass surface.
5. LOAD LIMITS - ASTROPLAY® REQUIRES THAT NO LONG TERM STATIC LOAD OF MORE THAN 3 PSI, NOR ANY TRANSIENT OR DYNAMIC LOAD OF MORE THAN 35 PSI BE ALLOWED ON THE SURFACE.  The load of a pneumatic-tire vehicle is approximately equal to the air pressure in its tires.  West Shore School District uses an EventDeck® product to protect the surface from damage.  
6. No long-term parking and loading except on the EventDeck® surface.  

7. Spread the Load – chairs, speaker stands, microphone stands, and even high heel shoes create high PSI levels on the turf and that even sedate convocations and assemblies on the turf put the system at risk.  
8. Certain liquids will damage the synthetic turf fibers.  Oils, grease, and some acids will discolor and potentially destroy the turf fibers.  Care must be taken to prevent these liquids/substances from being applied to the turf. 

9. No tractors/trailers or other motorized vehicles are permitted on the grass surface. These vehicles are restricted to the EventDeck® surface area only.
10. Avoid tracking dirt/mud or other foreign material on the grassy surface.
11. Please pick-up and properly dispose of all trash, litter, equipment, and costuming/uniform parts that may become dislodged during the event.

12. Indicate any special needs for the event on the Stadium Facility Request Form.  This would include sections of EventDeck® runway, chair platforms, risers, etc.
Report any deficiencies observed on the field immediately to the custodian working the event or to Mr. Burnell, Supervisor of Buildings & Grounds, as appropriate.  Events in the stadium other than for sports field play should be reviewed with Mr. Burnell in advance.
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
